Comments:

· We have discovered major problems with getting data from employers. We thus sought advice from the TUNING Counsellor – the main issue is that employers do not know or understand what the discipline actually is about and so they were not prepared to complete the survey in 4 (out of 6) of our pilot countries. This led to us re-thinking the needs of our subject and the riole of the network in the future, which has resulted in the submission of a new Network application, with a change in focus. 

· We also adjusted our survey and method based on these findings and thus we hope to have better and more reliable data this year. 
· As a result of our pilot survey, Spanish colleagues were successful in getting national funds to complete a full national TUNING survey.
