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· There is no European association which is able to lobby for Geography and geographers in a European context. A strong and very active association is necessary at a European level to promote and support Geography. EUROGEO can be that organisation. We intend to give to support the development of this organisation 

· Academic trends in Geography are increasingly towards interdisciplinarity, geo-technologies and cultural components. Most of this is highly theoretical. There are also many new disciplinary fields in which geographers rightly participate.

· Communicative function of geography is endangered by research pressures. We need to understand why Geography seems to suffer from this, while HISTORY does not. 
· The European Higher Education Area in Geography needs to be founded on a strong base in schools. We agree that Geography must be a part of it. Thus we must continue to promote it, but also ensure that we have a convincing knowledge base that supports it. 

· In undergraduate programs Geography should provide a broad disciplinary base plus some room for specialization. It needs to be a truly academic education - research skills and understanding of major academic debates and also deal with employability and careers! More HERODOT work needs to be done on this as well as examining the developments in postgraduate qualifications.
· Future Prospects for Geography will be enriched by the collaborative actions and activities enabled through HERODOT and professionalised by EUROGEO.
