Abstract
With growing levels of cultural diversity in Europe today, educators face the manifold challenges of social integration. Geography, given its links with the natural and social sciences as well as with the humanities, has an important role here. This could involve not only pupils and school curricula, but also parents and relatives - native and migrant - who might share insights from their own environmental experiences of migration and identity. Shared insights on lived experience in diverse milieux are powerful catalysts for dialogue among individuals from different disciplinary, cultural and language backgrounds. This was the key idea underlying the international dialogue project, launched in Sweden during the late 1970s in response to the challenge of knowledge integration, seeking common denominators of interest which could facilitate communication and mutual understanding among individuals from different disciplinary worlds. Project outcomes revealed three major pillars of potential mutual understanding among practitioners of specialised expertise: vocational meaning (work, professional skill), metaphor (cognitive style/world view), and milieu (environmental interest/relevance). These same themes served also to elucidate issues of creativity and context, of nature symbols, and especially of migration, identity and sense of place. The trilogy of themes afforded a useful synchronic view on questions of knowledge integration. Changes over time, however, in each of these domains demand consideration of a fourth dimension: horizon. The diachronic view of interactions among these various interests over time is necessary in order to adequately address the more basic issues of integration and integrity in the future Europe.
